FESTIVALS

$25,000

During a street festival the claimant stepped in a hole
and turned his knee. A claim was filed against the local
community who operated the festival claiming lack of a
safe premises and failure to warn of a known hazard.

$10,000

Claimant was assaulted at a festival held by the insured.
The claimant alleges lack of proper security by the insured.

$12,500

The claimant was affending a festival operated by the
insured. She injured her ankle, knee, and back when struck
by a golf cart driven by an employee of the insured.

$5,000

During a street festival held by the insured a table fell onfo
the claimant's foot resulting in a broken toe.
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A Member of the Tokio Marine Group

$5,500

During a festival held by the insured the vice president’s
3 year old granddaughter got into a golf cart, started
the golf cart and ran into the claimant. Both the
granddaughter and claimant sustained injuries and were
taken to the hospital.

$7,500

Equipment used in the operation of the festival was sfolen
from a storage shed.

$15,000

Volunteer worker at a seafood festival sustained second
degree burns when he fainted and fell, hitting a pot of
boiling oil.
